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Summary

39 species of weevils of the genus Ceuthorrhynchus (4 of them are not yet identi-
fied) were found during the exploration of the Mountain Crimea (32 localities) from
May up to July, 1954—1957 and 1964.

Entomofauna of the Mountain Crimea, in spite of its small extent and low moun-
- tains is greatly various with respect to zoogeographical groups, constituting it.

The fauna of Ceuthorrhynchus consists mainly of European species — 53%, Medi-
terranean and old Mediterranean ones — 33%; Transpaleoarctic species amount to 11%,
and the portion of Central Asian ones is not more than 3%.
