Summary

In low parts of the Dnieper downstream valleys as a result of man activity the
reed proved to be very weakened physiologically. It entailed mass reproduction of reed
entomological pests. Five especially harmful species were detected: Platycephala plani-
frons F., Archanara geminipuncta Hw., Phragmataecia costaneae Hb., Chilo phragmi-
telus Hb. and Ch. cicatricellus Hb. At the same time the representatives of useful
entomofauna as well as agents of deseases of reed entomological pests were found.
