SUMMARY

The extinct Late Pliocene Ellobiini of the southern European part of the USSR are
revised with special reference to relations and principal trends in their development.

The Mediterranean and Asiatic origins are suggested for subgenera Afganomys and
Ellobius, respectively. The evolutionary data of dentition in Ellobius and ancient rooted
teeth Microtinae permitted including the tribe Ellobiini into Microtinae subfamily.

Ellobius tiligulensis sp. n. is described from Tiligul (Farly Taman’) of the South
Ukraine; it is characteristic with large body size, constant presence of the mimomys fold,
wide confluence of the M; enamel fields and weak dentine tracks development.
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
