Trophic Connections and Economic Importance of the Tychius Weevil Genus (Co-
leoptera, Curculionidae) of Eastern Europe and Caucasus. Karasyov V. P.—
Host plants for 58 Curculionid species are established (for 13 species for the
first time, for 10 additional feeding on 11 plant species). In lolal, Tychius wee-
vils use 58 host plant species, all of Faboideae subfamily oi Fabaceae. Maximal
18 weevil species are connected with Asfragalus host. The commonest feeding mode
among Tychius weevils is monophagy (39 species), 6 Tychius species represent
strict oligophagy, 12 —wide oligophagy. 14 species are oi certain  economic
impostance in East Europe and in Caucasus.
